Background Information

At its meeting on 23 May 2018, Council agreed that the Trading Board be transformed
into a new advisory panel to Cabinet, the Policy Review Panel. The role of the Panel
would be to provide legislative, improvement and policy advice to Cabinet and Portfolio
Holders on issues that may affect executive functions.

The terms of reference for the Policy Review Panel are set out below:-

(1)  To proactively identify issues and legislative changes that may require review and
improvement and to seek Cabinet’s agreement as to whether and how they should be
examined.

(2) To review strategies and policies at the request of the Cabinet and to make
recommendations back to Cabinet for decision.

(3) To review issues at the request of a Portfolio Holder and to make
recommendations back to the Portfolio Holder for decision.

A key role for the Panel will be to consider suggestions from members of the public about
issues and initiatives that they wish to see the Council take forward. The Panel would
consider these issues and decide whether they should recommend to Cabinet whether
they should be included in the Panel's work programme. Public engagement and
involvement will be key to this.

At its meeting on 20 June, the Panel agreed that it should include a standing item on its
agendas, in addition to the usual Have Your Say! arrangements, to take suggestions
from members of the public about items for its work programme. It also agreed that its
meeting in September 2018 should be used as a forum specifically to hear suggestions
from members of the public, and that the meeting should be promoted appropriately in
advance.

In order to highlight the importance attached to this element of the Panel’s work and to
make this visible to members of the public, it is proposed that the Panel be renamed as
the Policy and Public Initiatives Panel.
